For

most domestic properties,solar panel installations are considered a "permitted development" and do not require

planning permission,provided they respect certain size criteria.

This is because they generally fall under permitted development rights,which allow homeowners to make

reasonably sized changes without getting permission. The exceptions to this rule are typically flats,listed

buildings,homes in conservation areas,and ground-mounted installations.
