The South Georgia and South Sandwich Islands Marine Protected Area is undergoing its second five-yearly
review. Recovery of baleen whales coupled with climate change,means managers must be aert to alternative
future ecosystem states. Areas of little economic interest within the MPA remain data poor with little
monitoring.

The South Sandwich Islands,actively volcanic,consist of a 390-km-long chain of 11 main islands. Fisheriesin
the South Georgia Maritime Zone are managed using an ecosystem approachaiming to conserve the marine
environment.
